Final Summer Planning Meeting

Meeting was called to order at 7:03pm at the home of Patricia Mackay.

In attendance:  Marylee Dichiaro (President), Tim Miller (treasurer), Martina Richmond (Membership Ch), Mindy Cox (Programs Ch), Karen Zalewski (Staff App & Honors Co-Ch) and Patricia Mackay (Staff App Co-Ch).

The purpose of this meeting is to finalize plans for the August 31st “Welcome Back” event, review the fall calendar, review hand-outs for the August 31st event, make a decision about the water bottle order and provide an opportunity for a final review of the draft budget before presenting it to the membership.

Mindy Cox has confirmed with the principal that staff would like to begin at 6pm.  He is hoping for a larger group of staff in attendance this year.  Homerooms for all students will be posted in the Shue cafeteria (as has always been done).  The PTA meeting will begin at 7:30pm in the library.  Mindy Cox will look for raffle coupons in the PTA office.

A brainstorming session revealed interest in adding a late January event to the program calendar.  This event would be an activities night or “Lock-In” from 7pm to 8:30.  Patricia Mackay is taking the lead on ideas for this event.  It was also suggested that we ask Mrs. Rekito if she would run a basic First Aid class for students during the November 5th General Business Meeting.  Other items decided include going with a Chocolate Festival on August 31st to welcome staff back to the building and requesting that Mr. deJonghe include providing an overview to parents of all special programs (i.e.: AVID, Read 180, intramurals, clubs, etc) to parents during the first Coffee with the Principal on September 23rd.  The November General Meeting might also include a presentation on this same topic.
